How to use this book

Before you start using this book, write your name in the name box on the first page.

Then decide how to begin. If you want a complete course on multiplication and division, you should 
work right through the book from beginning to end. Another way to use the book is to dip into it 
when you want to find out about a particular topic, such as scaling. The Contents page will help  
you to find the pages you need.

Whichever way you choose, don’t try to do too much at once – it’s better to work through the book 
in short bursts.

When you have found the topic you want to study, look out for these icons, which mark different 
parts of the text.

Understanding how multiplication and division work is as important as knowing when and 
how to use them. In this book you will learn and practise different ways to multiply and divide 
numbers using both mental and written methods. Trying each method will help you to build 
a better understanding of what is happening as you multiply and divide.
